that would have to be approved by the City Planning Commission (CPC),
including a request for these seven (7) Off-Menu Incentives at the site:

1) An Off-Menu Incentive to allow a maximum Floor Area Ratio (FAR) of 2.83:1 in
lieu of the otherwise permitted 1.0:1 FAR, this in excess of the 35 percent
increase permitted under LAMC Section 12.25 A.25(f)(4);

2) An Off-Menu Incentive to allow a maximum building height of 94 feet in lieu of
the otherwise permitted 30 feet plus the additional 11 feet granted by LAMC
Section 12.25 A.25(f)(5) for a total of 41 feet;

3) An Off-Menu Incentive to allow 402 accessible standard vehicle parking stalls
in lieu of the otherwise required 520 accessible standard parking stalls;

4) A Waiver to allow zero-foot side yard setbacks in lieu of the otherwise required
10- foot side yard setbacks as required by LAMC Section 12.22 C.20;

5) A Waiver to waive the otherwise required transitional height requirements as
established by LAMC Section 12.21.1 A.10 for buildings in a C or M Zone within
certain distances of an RW1 or more restrictive zones including OS zones;

6) A Waiver to allow a zero-foot distance between main buildings in lieu of the
otherwise required distance;

7) A Waiver to allow a zero-foot rear yard setback in lieu of the otherwise
required 20- foot rear yard setback as required by LAMC Section 12.11 C.3.

The "Off-Menu" items that the CPC would have to approve go completely against
the Ventura-Cahuenga Boulevard Corridor Specific Plan's (VCBCSP)
"Neighborhood and General Commercial Plan Designation" (the least developed
of three designations within the VCBCSP; a land use designation which is a focal
point for surrounding residential neighborhoods and containing a diversity of
land uses, such as restaurants, retail outlets, grocery stores, child care facilities,
small professional offices, community meeting rooms, pharmacies, religious
facilities and other similar services. Additionally, Ventura Boulevard has the
"Boulevard II" street classification, but Coldwater Canyon Avenue has only the
"Avenue II" classification, a much narrower roadway which carries the vehicle
traffic between the entire Valley and Beverly Hills and beyond. This is one of the
busiest intersections along the entirety of Ventura Boulevard and is on the
"Critical Intersections" list of the VCBCSP. The VCBCSP has the purpose to
assure a compatible and harmonious relationship between residential and
commercial development where commercial areas are contiguous to residential
neighborhoods, as well as, assuring that an equilibrium is maintained between
the transportation infrastructure and land use development in

the VCBCSP and within each separate community of the Ventura-Cahuenga
Boulevard Corridor Specific Plan area.
